At home you rinse
you gear out and tell anyone who wants to hear it how great and relaxing diving is.

This is not the definition of a club, b u t of a dive shop. Thank God for
to think or work, just enjoy the dive.

Sha'ab Abu Nuhas

Abu Hahas is a reef in the north Red Sea, below the busy shipping lanes of the Gulf of
Suez, so conveniently there are 4 wrecks all within a few hundred metres of each other.
All the wrecks are fairly large commercial boats that sailed into the reef accidently. All
have huge amounts of marine life and are mostly in pretty good condition. Rules for
penetration are different in Egypt i they basically let you do whatever you want. Marine

so getting in and out of the sites was via zo

nothing like a negative entry in crystal clear seas to go from chaos to perfect calm in 3
seconds.

On the way down to Port Stephens on Friday, | was contemplating whether to go diving at Halifax
Park on the high tide around mid-afternoon. | dropped my tanks at the dive shop and went to have
a look at Halifax. When | got there, | was not sure if | had the right place because of all the sand.
It had been around 8 years since | last dived there and the site has changed a lot.

A pod of dolphins was hanging around and at one stage four of them were playing just in front of
the entry point. | was lucky enough to meet two of my favourite dive buddies, so it was back to the
shop to grab the tanks and get kitted up before high tide.

Upon entering the water, the dolphins had gone. After descending past the beach, we swam over
to the pylon north of the beach to be greeted by a school of some type of batfish (I guess? They
had a piranha shape and were grey with black tiger stripes). We then swam deep being followed
by an entourage of bream and blue gropers. The visibility was ~6 i 8m and the water temp did not
seem too bad in the new wetsuit.

It got a bit dark at depth, so the torch had to come out. After a little while, | headed up the shelf
and saw a blind shark swimming along who came close to bumping into me. We then headed
along the reef to the twin boulders. On the way, | saw a Phyllodesmium sp. (a pink and white
nudibranch covered in finger-like projections). The highlight at the twin boulders were several
green and sawtooth morays, and lots of fish.

On the next day, a group of us including Nat, Herb, Aria, Richard, Rob and myself went to Fly Point
with the intention of diving on the low tide. However, the water was a brown-green colour and we
went around to Halifax to have a look. The water clarity looked better there but the cold weather
and dive conditions tested the mettle of the dive party. Only Herb and myself stood up to the plate
and went for a dive.

The visibility was lower than the previous day at ~3 i 4m but the water temp was similar: 16°C
according to HeThidbdive wecheadra into eleep water and followed the reef out
towards the north-east. There were lots of scorpionfish perched on top of sponge formations and
neither of us inadvertently made contact with one of these. During the dive, Herb found a frogfish
and took a nice portrait shot of a sawtooth moray. There were also lots of fish, including several
temperate species that are not normally seen in south-east QLD.

The sand at Halifax Park has definitely changed the site but there is still an abundance of marine

On the Saturday, | was getting itchy and called Richard
to see if he would join me at Shelly. High tide was
around 11 so we did a lazy Sunday morning start.
